Entry

2.  The Competition is open to all primary and secondary school students residing in the 

Republic of Ireland, but entries must be submitted by an adult (18 and over).  

3.  To enter the Competition, upload a photograph of the student featuring their bike, or 

their perspective of their bike ride, using our registration page on Google Forms. There 

are four separate Google forms for each of the four categories:  

• School collage category- ‘The Art of Cycling: Pedal Perspectives’   

• Individual Junior Primary (Junior Infants – 2nd Class) category - ‘Snap, Pedal + 
Post’ 

• Individual Senior Primary (3rd Class – 6th Class) category - ‘Small Wheels, Big 
Adventures’ 

• Individual Secondary Schools students category - ‘Cycle Snapshots: Capturing 
the Fun’ 

4.  a) For the “individual categories”, you must be either the teacher, Green  

 Schools coordinator, or the parent or legal guardian of the child/children  

 featured in the photograph.  

b) If you are a teacher/Green Schools coordinator, you must ensure that  

 parental consent is given for the child/children featured in the photograph. 

c) For the “school collage” category, you must be the Green Schools coordinator 

or teacher at the school of the children featured in the photograph.  

5.   All submissions must be received by 23:59:59 GMT on Wednesday 7th May 2025.

6. For your submission to be considered, the following conditions apply: 

a) You must be the parent/legal guardian/Green Schools coordinator/teacher of 

the children featured in the photograph; 

b) The photograph must have been taken within the past 12 months from the date 

of entry. 

7. By entering the Competition, each entrant and person appearing in the photo agrees 

that the Promoter has the permission to use the entry to promote the competition, 

including in the media and on social media.
