Clean Air Week Secondary School Competition –‘1700 Too Many’. 

• Theme: Every year in Ireland, 1700 premature deaths are attributed to air pollution. Create an artwork or campaign that inspires action and change.
• Eligibility: This competition is open to registered Green-Schools who are currently working on, or have been awarded the Green Flag for, the Travel or Global Citizenship Travel themes. Your entry must be original and not previously entered in any other art or creative competition.
• Permissions: All entrants must have the permission of a parent/guardian to enter. The entrant confirms that any person depicted in the entry has granted permission to be portrayed as shown.
• Copyright: The artwork submitted must be original and created entirely by the entrant. Any copied, traced, or plagiarised work will be disqualified.
• Submission and Closing Date: Original entries must be emailed to: travel@greenschoolsireland.org
Entries must be received by midnight Friday 5th December 2025.
• Judging: An independent panel of judges will select the winning entries. The Judging Panel is responsible for the allocation of awards, and the decision of the Judging Panel is final, and no correspondence will be entered into regarding that decision.
• Notification: Winners will be notified by email to the relevant teacher or Green-Schools Coordinator.
• Publicity: Winners may be asked to take part in competition publicity including being photographed by the media.
Photographs of the winners will never be shared publicly without specific consent from the parents or guardians.
